Dear Sisters and Brothers,  
 
John Baptist and Us 2 
 
On the third Sunday of Advent, the heralding mission of John the Baptist and how 
he goes about carrying it out is once again put before us.  Today, the Baptist is 
very urgent with his message; a part of that message that thankfully is so often 
heeded – that of sharing and giving of ourselves and resources to those less privi-
leged, or being part of the joy of sharing.  In other words, John the Baptist calls 
for works of mercy in preparing for the coming of the Messiah. 
 
“The works of mercy are charitable actions by which we come to the aid of our 
neighbor in his spiritual and bodily necessities.  Instructing, advising, consoling, 
comforting are spiritual works of mercy, as are forgiving and bearing wrongs pa-
tiently.  The corporal works of mercy consist especially in feeding the hungry, 
sheltering the homeless, clothing the naked, visiting the sick and imprisoned, and 
burying the dead.  Among all these, giving alms to the poor is one of the chief 
witnesses to fraternal charity: it is also a work of justice pleasing to God:  He who 
has two coats, let him share with him who has none and he who has food must do 
likewise.  But give for alms those things which are within; and behold, everything 
is clean for you.  If a brother or sister is ill-clad and in lack of daily food, and one 
of you says to them, ‘Go in peace, be warmed and filled,’ without giving them the 
things needed for the body, what does it profit?” (CCC, 2447) 
 
In the second part of the gospel, John the Baptist strongly deflects all attempts to 
see him as the messiah.  No identity theft or usurpation here!  He directs all atten-
tion to the Messiah who is way mightier than he is, and he comes with great 
power to accomplish His mission.  “He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and 
fire.” 
 
“ Fire. While water signifies birth and the fruitfulness of life given in the Holy 
Spirit, fire symbolizes the transforming energy of the Holy Spirit’s actions.  The 
prayer of the prophet Elijah, who ‘arose like fire’ and whose ‘word burned like a 
torch,’ brought down fire from heaven on the sacrifice on Mount Carmel.  This 
event was a ‘figure’ of the fire of the Holy Spirit, who transforms what he 
touches.  John the Baptist, who goes ‘before [the Lord] in the spirit and power of 
Elijah,’ proclaims Christ as the one who ‘will baptize you with the Holy Spirit 
and with fire.’  Jesus will say of the Spirit: ‘I came to cast fire upon the earth; and 
would that it were already kindled!’  In the form of tongues ‘as of fire,’ the Holy 
Spirit rests on the disciples on the morning of Pentecost and fills them with him-
self.  The spiritual tradition has retained this symbolism of fire as one of the most 
expressive images of the Holy Spirit’s actions.  ‘Do not quench the Spirit.’ 
(CCC, 696)
